Arguably, one of the most popular line dances of all-time, the Electric Slide emerged from the clubs of Washington, D.C. in the early 1980's to a place of prominence on the nation's dance floors. 

The dance is still going strong in the the double 00's. 
 

Counts/Description

STEP, SLIDE, STEP, SLIDE, STEP, SLIDE, TOUCH
1& Step RIGHT to right side; slide LEFT together w/right
2& Step RIGHT to right side; slide LEFT together w/right
3&4 Step RIGHT to right side; slide LEFT together w/right; touch LEFT heel forward 

STEP, SLIDE, STEP, SLIDE, STEP, SLIDE, TOUCH
5& Step LEFT to left side; slide RIGHT together w/left
6& Step LEFT to left side; slide RIGHT together w/left
7&8 Step LEFT to left side; slide RIGHT together w/left; touch RIGHT heel forward 

BACK, BACK, BACK, HEEL
9-10 Walk back w/RIGHT; walk back w/LEFT
11-12 Walk back w/RIGHT; leaning slightly back on right and simulating to pull a crossbow back, touch LEFT heel forward 

STEP, SPIKE, STEP, PULL, STEP, TURN
13-14 Step weight down on LEFT; while simulating a football spike, touch RIGHT slightly behind left
15-16 Step weight back and down on RIGHT; leaning slightly back on right and simulating to pull a crossbow back, touch LEFT heel forward
17-18 Step weight down on LEFT; turning 90 degrees CCW, brush RIGHT next to left 

You are facing 90 degree to left of start of dance;
start again from step 1
